Laura Ingalls Wilder (1867Ã¢â‚¬â€œ1957) was born in a log cabin in the Wisconsin woods. With

her family, she pioneered throughout AmericaÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s heartland during the 1870s and 1880s,

finally settling in Dakota Territory. She married Almanzo Wilder in 1885; their only daughter, Rose,

was born the following year. The Wilders moved to Rocky Ridge Farm at Mansfield, Missouri, in

1894, where they established a permanent home. After years of farming, Laura wrote the first of her

beloved Little House books in 1932. The nine Little House books are international classics. Her

writings live on into the twenty-first century as AmericaÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s quintessential pioneer

story.Cherry Jones won the TonyÃ‚Â® Award for best actress for both The Heiress and Doubt, and

received two TonyÃ‚Â® nominations for her work in A Moon for the Misbegotten and Our Country's

Good; she can be seen in the films The Perfect Storm, Erin Brockovich, The Divine Secrets of the

Ya-Ya Sisterhood, and Cold Mountain.

This has always been my favorite of the Little House books, probably because the Long Winter is

behind them, the family is becoming more affluent, and there's so much happening. I love the cat

and mouse fight and being part of the little claim shanty becoming a real house on a real farm. And,

of course, I love Laura's new experiences in teaching and romance. If you liked any of the other

Little House books, you'll like this one, too.

Not her best book in the series, it seems to go away from the former style of writing that you

become accustomed to in the previous books. There is not as much detail of day to day life, instead

skipping what seems to be long periods of time.

Just wonderful I never get tired of hearing of what that generation accomplished with perseverance

and their values. It should be required reading in all elementary schools.

Like comfort food is good for the soul, so are

the Little House books for the spirit. I love them.
