This book was really informative for our trip to Oahu. It had lots of good information and directions.

The Eyewitness Guides are an oustanding series, so I bought this one without a second thought.

Alas, this seems more like a placeholder than a serious attempt at writing a guidebook - a kind of

"watch this space" advertisement masquerading as a book. It's so thin, in fact, that the cover seems

to sag; the spine is thicker than the pages! The coverage of Oahu is decent, so if you only plan to

go to Honolulu, the book might be worthwhile. But the coverage of Kauai (where we spent most of

our time) and the Big Island were very poor. I'd very highly recommend the "Ultimate Kauai

Guidebook" for Kauai instead.

This well-written book is bursting with the information that you want and need for your next trip to

Hawaii. Although the Fodor's series as well as the Frommer's series are well done, this surpasses

them by far. Full of maps, colorful photos and reliable data, it will be easy to pack for your next trip

to the islands.
