what he’s talkin’ about.If you are serious about vanaboding, | highly recommend this book.

The book has two aspects of living in a van. One is to try to convince you that it is an objectively
superior way of living compared to having a job and buying a house. The other part is the actual
details of how to successfully live in a van. For the first part, | was not convinced that living in a van
is better than my current arrangement of working a job and living in a house. There is a bit of straw
man in the reasons against home ownership and working, with only the worst aspects mentioned.
The bigger issue, though, was reading the details of how to live in a van. Odom was very thorough
on that, and because of this I’'m giving the book four stars, even if | don’t want to adopt the
Vanabode livestyle. He explains how to find a place to park the van when you sleep, how to deal
with going to the bathroom, doing laundry, cooking, etc. If you want to live this way the book will give
you a great start. Unfortunately, | like having indoor plumbing too much and working around that is

worse than working for me. If you like the experience you get living the vanabode way, though, that



won’'t matter.

I've found no better book about how to start the RV lifestyle now, simply, on the cheap. The
awesome thing about this book is that it describes a step-by-step plan to make the lifestyle work.
Bob Wells’ book is more thorough, and describes more options, but | would never have read Wells if
| had not read Odom first. $20/day is possible, but not outrageously comfortable. Also, it does not
seem to include long distance travel, depreciation on the vehicle, or repairs. It's also true that Odom

recommends a carefully-selected, used, almost unmodified older vehicle, which reduces costs.
